VITA offers free tax help to people with low-to-moderate income (generally $51,000 and below). Through this program, ODU Accounting students offer
assistance with special credits, including earned income tax credit, child tax credit and credit for the elderly.

The VITA program is offered at ODU’s main campus, 1216 Sunbury Road, in Erskine Hall, rooms 201, 202 and 205.
