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On December 10, 2010, ODU welcomed the 

Know Theatre from Cincinnati, Ohio, to perform 

Calculus: The Musical! More than 150 calculus 

and pre-calculus students from six area high 

schools enjoyed the performance with us in our 

Matesich Theatre. 

 

The show is a comic ñreviewò of the concepts and 

history of calculus. It was born as a teaching tool 

in Marc Gutmanôs classroom. He found that set-

ting formulas and rules to music helped his stu-

dents learn and retain tricky information. At the 

end of 2010, over 75,000 students nationwide had 

the opportunity to experience Calculus.

Community College, Clark State Community 

College, Hamilton County Educational Service 

Center, Pandora Gilboa Schools, Wright State 

University, Ohio Board of Regents, and the Ohio 

Department of Education.
