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hen asked about motivational life experiences to pursue a career in

literature and poetry, Jeremy Glazier said he’s a “language geek, fascinat-
ed by the power of words.” He is exhilarated when it comes to talking with others
about the love of books. Approaching literature in “radically different ways,” he
says, “is one of the great joys of teaching literature.”

While stressing the importance of maintaining the value and appreciation for
literature of the past, Glazier emphasizes the signi!'cance of “major works of our
particular moment—to read widely and voraciously.” Aside from the rich
literature and poetry he is currently teaching in class, Glazier's nightstand
displays a range of works such as New European Poets  (edited by Wayne
Miller and Kevin Prufer), Victor Pelevin’'s The Yellow Arrow , Camilo Jose
Cela’sChrist vs. Arizona , Michel Hoellebecqg’sPlatform , and The Emigrants
by W.G. Sebald.

As for journals relevant to a profession in literature, Glazier suggests picking up literary magazines from
your local library: Poetry, Granta , and The Kenyon Review , along with Harpers, The New York
Review of Books , and The Times Literary Supplement . These
journals give a glimpse into the variety and scope of literature
available that might otherwise go unnoticed.

“Each year,” Glazier explains, “I wait impatiently for the ‘Best
American’ series to come out: Best American Poetry, Best American
Essays, Best American Short Stories.” Many of these titles are
available in the ODU Library.

Glazier suggests not only reading widely, but taking advantage of
“local resources like the Wexner Center for the Arts, the Columbus
Symphony Orchestra, CATCO theater productions, and coffee shop
poetry readings” in order to stay abreast of trends and events relative
to a profession in literature after graduation. “Being a part of these
cultural events,” Glazier recommends, “can be a lot more ful'lling
than a one-shot academic conference or seminar (unless you're
looking for an academic job).”

Professor Jeremy Glazier is in the Arts and Letters Division and is the Assistant
Professor Director of Humanities Program as well as the Director of the Master
of Liberal Arts Program here at Ohio Dominican University. Professor Glazier
teaches Rhetoric and Composition (ENG 110 and 111), Advanced Critical Writing
(ENG 326), and 20th Century British Literature (ENG 353). He has a BA in
English/Spanish from Wittenberg University and an MFA in Poetry from Columbia
University. As my former teacher and current academic advisor, | interviewed him
to Ind out more about a career in literature.
